Demonstrations
can result in violence. Roadblocks and strikes may cut off traffic and restrict the flow of goods and services
around the country. Domestic and international flights may be delayed or unexpectedly cancelled.

¢ Monitor local media for breaking events and be prepared to adjust your plans.

you in an emergency.
